AGREEMENT   FOR   COLLECTION   SERVICE
This Agreement is made by and between CBK Services, Inc., (a debt collection agency), 322 Second Avenue West, 
Suite C, Kalispell, Montana 59901 (hereinafter referred to as “Collector”), and 

___________________________________________________
 (hereinafter referred to as “Creditor”).

Purpose. 
Creditor desires during the term of this Agreement to submit exclusively to Collector for collection of claims, accounts, or other evidence of indebtedness (hereinafter referred to as “Claims”).  Collector desires to provide creditor with collection services with respect to said claims.

Terms and Conditions.
In consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter set forth, it is mutually agreed by and between Creditor and Collector as follows:

1.
Compliance with Applicable Law.  Creditor and Collector agree that all activities of both parties shall be carried out in compliance with all applicable federal, state and local laws. 

2.
Validity of Debt.  Creditor hereby warrants that all Claims forwarded to Collector are valid and legally enforceable debts, and that creditor will, both before and after forwarding said Claims, comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws with respect thereto.

3.
Verification of Claims.  Creditor agrees to provide, whenever requested to do so by collector, a written verification of Claim; a copy of the judgment if any, on which a Claim is based; the name and address of the person or entity to whom the debt was originally owed, if different from Creditor.

4.
Severance.  If any court of competent jurisdiction rules that any provision of this Agreement is invalid or unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall remain in full force and effect and shall not be affected by said ruling.

5.
Binding Upon Subsequent Parties.  This Agreement shall be binding upon the heirs, legal representatives, successors and assigns of the parties hereto.
6.
Contingency Agreement.  a)  Accounts referred for regular collection shall be listed and acknowledged at a contingency fee of 33.33% of the amount collected from the date listed for regular collection.  b)  Any account in regular collection that is referred to an agency out of the area or any account referred to an attorney for litigation shall be charged a contingency fee of 50.00%. 

7.
Assignment.   For valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, Creditor does hereby 
sell, assign, transfer, and set over to Collector all debts currently in Collector’s possession, hereby reaffirming all past 
assignments, transfers, and set overs, as well as all debts referred to Collector in the future, including, but not limited to,
 interest, service fees, damages, costs, or any other fees or amounts allowed by law or agreement with the debtor, authorizing 
and granting Collector full right and power to collect, bring legal action, and discharge said indebtedness or claim in its own
 name and to do whatever it deems necessary to collect said amount.  The undersigned covenants and represents that said
amounts  are justly due as of the received date and will provide verification upon request.  Although payment may be received
by Creditor from the government, an insurance carrier, the debtor or any other source, this does not revoke or in any manner
affect the assignment or Creditor’s right to the funds.

8.
Collection Remittance.  Monthly collection remittance shall be delivered by collector to Creditor by the 15th of the following month.  The NET dollar amount recovered by the collector will be remitted to creditor with a billing for any fees due the Collector

9.
Status Reports.  Status reports of all active regular collection accounts will be provided to the Creditor on a monthly basis or as requested by creditor.      

10.
Payments.  Payments received at Creditors place of business will be promptly reported to Collector.  The actual means of reporting/delivering the payment can be worked out so as to be most convenient for Creditor.  

11.
Communications to Creditor.   Communications received by Creditor relating to a claim will be promptly reported to Collector.  Specifically, Creditor agrees to advise collector within one business day of any legal correspondence or documents and/or all written or oral communications requesting collector to stop or limit collection activities
12.
Creditor Information.  Should creditor’s information as it is shown in this Agreement be inaccurate or change in any way, Creditor agrees to notify and update Collector in writing of the correct information within two business days.  Creditor further agrees to inform collector of all future changes or corrections in writing, within two business days.  This includes but is not limited to information such as address, telephone number, and contact name.
13.
Reporting.  Collector shall report all regularly listed collection accounts to national consumer credit reporting repositories on a regular basis.  

14.
Attorneys Fees.  If any legal action or other proceeding is brought for the enforcement of this Agreement, or because of an alleged dispute, breach, default, misrepresentation or other issue in connection with any provision of this Agreement, the successful or prevailing party shall be entitled to recover reasonable attorney’s fees and other costs incurred in that action or proceeding, in addition to any other relief to which said party may be entitled.

15.
Mutual Indemnification.  Creditor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Collector from any and all claims, demands or causes of action that may be asserted due to the activities of Creditor on any account.  Likewise, Collector agrees to indemnify and hold Creditor harmless from any and all claims, demands, or causes of action that may be asserted due to the activities of Collector on any account.

16.
Costs.  All expenditures necessary to effect collection of accounts shall be borne by Collector, excluding court costs expended on accounts specially authorized for suit where the desire for suit is withdrawn by creditor.  In that event, creditor agrees to reimburse collector for all court costs, including, but not limited to, filing and service fees..    

17.
Applicable law.  This agreement shall be construed in accordance with and governed by the laws of the State of Montana.

18.
Period of Agreement.  It is mutually agreed that this Agreement for Collection Service shall remain in force and effect for three (3) year(s) and from year to year on the same basis as set forth until WRITTEN NOTICE shall be given by either party at least thirty (30) days in advance of a desired termination date. 

19.
Entire Agreement.  This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto and cannot be amended or modified in any respect except by an amendment in writing signed by both parties.  This Agreement shall not be interpreted against any party to this Agreement by reason of the fact that his/her/its counsel participated in the drafting of, or drafted,

any of the language contained herein.
