CBK SERVICES, INC. IS NOT A CONSUMER CREDIT REPORTING AGENCY

On Dec. 4, 2003, President George W. Bush signed into law the Fair and Accurate Credit Transactions Act (FACT Act), which amended the Fair Credit Reporting Act (FCRA). The FACT Act made the key preemptive provisions in the 1996 FCRA amendments permanent - such as affiliate sharing and prescreening , and prevents enactment of new state laws in these areas. However, it also increased the requirements on credit reporting agencies (CRA’s), data providers and data users. 

The FACT Act contains many provisions specific to those who use credit reports and furnish information to consumer reporting agencies. For specific information with respect to particular factual situations, you should seek the opinion of legal counsel. 

The Fact Act provides a consumer with the right to receive one free copy of his / her consumer credit record from the three national services each year. The site to order the free credit report is:

The FACT Act gives the consumer the right to request and receive a disclosure of their credit score.

The CRA’s may charge a fair and reasonable fee for the credit score.

The fee for the credit score is determined by the Federal Trade commission and is noted on the website.

Due to the “high” and “extraordinary” consumer request volume that is anticipated, the scheduled roll out of the service will be by regions, following the schedule listed below:

Dec. 1, 2004 - Alaska, Arizona, California, Colorado, Hawaii, Idaho, Montana, Nevada, New Mexico, Oregon, Utah, Washington, and Wyoming 

March 1, 2005 - Illinois, Indiana, Iowa, Kansas, Michigan, Minnesota, Missouri, Nebraska, North Dakota, Ohio, South Dakota, and Wisconsin 

June 1, 2005 - Alabama, Arkansas, Florida, Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana, Mississippi, Oklahoma, South Carolina, Tennessee, and Texas 

Sept. 1, 2005 - Connecticut, Delaware, DC, Maine, Maryland, Massachusetts, New Hampshire, New Jersey, New York, North Carolina, Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, Vermont, Virginia, and West Virginia
